5 Driver installation and configuration

5.1 Device configuration

The IP address will be assigned through DHCP. After the valid DHCP process the device is available in the
LAN. The drivers will automatically find all devices connected to the LAN with valid IP addresses.

When a static IP is desired, the tool “Device Server Setup” from the drivers CD has to be run. Here the
static IP address can be assigned.

5.2 Selection of the desired installation
The LAN 3100 has two different connection types:

e Standard

e Windows-Service

Here the connection to a device is done manually by a program. This is when more persons and different
PCs will connect to an EASYBus or to GMH handheld @ 5X Virtual Link DER
devices.
